I. NATURE OF ITEM 
 

Consideration of Sewer Rate and Fee Study Report and Proposition 218 Notice 
of Public Hearing 
 

II. BACKGROUND INFORMATION 
 

In 2025, the District hired Raftelis to complete a comprehensive sewer service 
rate and fee study in order to ensure that the rates and fees being charged are 
adequate to fund our existing and future wastewater services. The scope of the 
rate and fee study included the following: 
 

1. Data collection and review 
2. Development of a financial plan 
3. Cost of service analysis 
4. Development of sewer service rates to meet current and future needs 
5. Development of a sewer service rate model that can be used by staff for 

future rate analysis and adjustments 
6. Calculation of connection fees 
7. Calculation of annexation fees 
8. Preparation of a rate study report and board presentation 
9. Preparation and presentation of materials at Proposition 218 Public 

Hearing 
 
All tasks related to preparation of the Rate and Fee Study Report and Proposition 
218 Notice of Public Hearing have been completed. These documents are 
presented herein for Board consideration.  
 

III.  COMMENTS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 
 
To increase sewer service charges under California’s Proposition 218, the 
District must follow a structured, voter-protection process designed to ensure 
transparency and accountability. The steps generally unfold as follows: 
First, the District develops a proposed rate adjustment supported by a detailed 
cost-of-service analysis. This analysis must demonstrate that the new rates will 
not exceed the cost of providing sewer service, and that charges are 
proportionate to the benefit received by each parcel, as required under 
Proposition 218. As noted above, this has been completed. 
 
Next, the District’s Board preliminarily approves the proposed rates and 
authorizes the initiation of the formal notice process. At this stage, the agency 
prepares a written notice explaining the proposed rate increases, the basis for 



them, the amount to be charged, and the date, time, and location of a public 
hearing. A draft notice is attached to this report. 
 
The District must then mail this notice to all property owners of record (and in 
some cases tenants directly responsible for payment) at least 45 days before the 
hearing. This notice also explains the protest procedure, allowing affected 
property owners to submit written objections. In order to meet our timeline to start 
charging the updated sewer service fees on July 1, 2026, this notice needs to be 
mailed out by April 3, 2026. The deadline for the submittal of a written legal 
challenge to the proposed rates is May 25, 2026, and the public hearing is 
scheduled for June 1, 2026. 
 
During the notice period, property owners may file written protests against the 
proposed increase. These protests are formally tabulated. At the scheduled 
public hearing, the Board considers all testimony and protests. 
 
If a majority protest exists—meaning more than 50% of affected parcels submit 
valid written objections—the District is legally barred from adopting the rate 
increase. If no majority protest is received, the Board may proceed to adopt the 
new rates by Ordinance. 
 
This process ensures that ratepayers have both advance notice and a 
meaningful opportunity to block increases, balancing fiscal needs with taxpayer 
protections. 
 
The attached Sewer Rate and Fee Study Report and Proposition 218 Notice of 
Public Hearing have been reviewed by staff and legal counsel. At this time, staff 
is asking the Board to accept the final Sewer Rate and Fee Study Report and 
authorize staff to mail out the Notice of Public Hearing in accordance with 
Proposition 218. This information will also be posted on the District’s website.
