Applicant picks up 
Stamped plans from 
County or City and 

submits plans to GSD 
for review. 

Do plans meet GSD and/or Industrial Waste 
Control (IWC) requirements? 

GSD makes revisions, notes or 
special conditions and attaches 
Transmittal Letter to plans.  GSD stamps plans “Approved for Sewer 

Connection” with signature & date and 
attaches copy to GSD Inspector’s permit copy.  
Applicant pays fees.  GSD issues Sewer 
Connection Permit and stamped plans to 
Applicant. 

Plans are returned to County or City 
with request for revisions. The 
Applicant informed of GSD’s required 
revisions. 

Applicant returns stamped plans to County or 
City along with a copy of GSD’s Permit. 

GSD inspects construction of side sewer in 
public road or in GSD easement and cleanout 
at property line, right-of-way line, or GSD 
easement line. 

Applicant submits Sewer Service Fee and 
accurate layout sketch to GSD.  GSD 
signs Building Permit and returns it to the 
Applicant. 

Applicant submits plans to  
County or City Building & Safety Division.
